Murphy

No report from the National Demonstrators Committee as their meeting is to be
held next Tuesday, 23th February.
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Michael Bowyer - Chairman of the National Demonstrators Committee - asked for
the following email to be distributed to all Area Demonstrators on the Cheshire
List as follows:-

The National Demonstrators Test will be held on Tuesday 4" October 2016 with a
day of advice and guidance to be held at Osborne House on Tuesday 23"
February next for Area Demonstrators keen to take the next step to being a
National Demonstrator.

Flower Allowances - the recommended flower allowance for a demonstration by
an Area Demonstrator to an average sized club for 2016 is £100. This is only a
recommendation and he reminded Demonstrators that they must not use their
fee or travel allowance to subsidise the flower allowance.

Mileage - With the current price of fuel the mileage rate is 45p per mile and will
remain so until fuel increases to £1.31 a litre. If the price drops even more the
mileage rate never goes below 45p a mile.

An explanation was given to Council members of the new Media Permission Form
to be used by Clubs at a Demonstration.

The Chairman Jane Haas welcomed the new member Julie woods to her first
meeting and also Helena Johnson a director and Umbrella to this committee.

Teachers will be included in the new updated Code of Practice.

Insight subscriptions stood at 313 - Cheshire were mentioned regarding various
promotions of the magazine we have done and also articles received for Insight
from our members.

A lot of discussion took place regarding the Education stand at Blackpool and
also the workshops to be held during the Festive Flower and Food Show where
sundries would be sponsored by Oasis.

The new book "Twists and Turns’ to be launched at Blackpool Show was at the
printers.

AS only 2 students had applied for the workshop at Headquarters on 28
November it was decided to cancel this day.

3 dates for workshops have been agreed by the Board of Directors for 2016 - 16
April and 17 September , half days at £50 and a whole day Christmas workshop
on 26 November 2016 at £125.
