As the 2021 Cheshire Agricultural Society live show has been cancelled a virtual floral art competition will be run. 

Competitors can stage a single exhibit each from as many classes as they choose and entries will be judged photographically. Each entrant will create their designs at their homes and take one photograph of each. No digital enhancement of photographs is permitted, other than levelling and cropping.

Anonymous judging will be by NAFAS qualified judges, and will use the RHS type system of Gold, Silver Gilt, Silver and Bronze awards.

statement about whether they are a novice or more experienced, 
			
to cheshire.show@nafascheshire.org.uk by midnight on Friday 14th May. All photographs will be compiled into classes and anonymised for the judges to assess. There are no entry fees and no monetary prizes.

All the entries, with names now attached, comments and awards given will be made available on the Cheshire NAFAS site (www.nafascheshire.org.uk) and may also be shared on the Cheshire NAFAS Facebook pages.

If a virtual agricultural show is held then photographs will form part of the Theatre of Flowers input. Large photographs of class winners will be displayed at a Cheshire Agricultural Society event which may be run in late July. Winners of some classes and trophies will be asked to stage their designs again at this event.

A Competitors’ Support Group is being run by Cheshire Area of NAFAS via Zoom for those who are new to competing and those who are more experienced. The group is open to anyone and contact should be made via email to canonlineevents@gmail.com 


An EXHIBIT is composed of natural plant material, with or without accessories, contained within a
space as specified in a Show Schedule
	
All classes to be judged in accordance with the NAFAS Competitions Manual Third Edition 2015.

NAFAS Rules state that disqualification will take place for the following reasons:-
 
1. Failure to comply with any specific requirements of a class as stated in a Show Schedule, eg, the measurements or the components.
2. Inclusion of artificial plant material, (unless specifically allowed by a Show Schedule).	
3. Inclusion of any fresh plant material that does not have its roots or the cut ends of its stems in water or water-retaining material. (For exclusions see the NAFAS Competitions Manual Third Edition 2015)


RULES
1. The Judges’ decision will be final.
2. All exhibits must be completed by the competitor without assistance.
3. Digital enhancement of photographs is not permitted except for levelling and cropping.
